BARBICAN CENTRE AND ESTATE
- Red route open from Whitecross Street to Silk Street 
  and the Barbican Centre and Estate until 19:05. 
- Blue route open from Silk Street and the Barbican 
  Centre and Estate to Beech Street (westbound)  
  until 19:00.
- Orange route open from the Barbican Centre and 
  Estate to South Place via Ropemaker Street until 19:05. 
 
The red and blue vehicle access routes will close for 
about 40 minutes, and the orange route will close for 
about 90 minutes, from the times listed above. The 
routes will reopen after the last participant has passed.

GUILDHALL AREA  
Pink route from the Guildhall area via Basinghall Street >

Threadneedle Street, Old Broad Street, London Wall 
(westbound), London Wall (eastbound), Moorgate, 
Finsbury Pavement, Finsbury Square, City Road (Finish). 

All roads on the route will be closed from 18:30 until 21:30 
on Tuesday 21 July. Bunhill Row will be closed between 
Chiswell Street and Dufferin Street from 17:00 until 21:30. 
 
The bus-only restriction on Bishopsgate and Gracechurch 
Street will be suspended at 18:30 to allow traffic to travel 
around the road closures. Buses will be diverted.
